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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

BETWEEN

THE UNIVERSITY OF ZAMBIA COUNCIL
A statutory body established under The University Act No 1108 of 1999

(hereinafter referred to as "UNZA")

and

LinkNet Multi-Purpose Co-operative Society Limited
(Registration Nr. 14528)

a Co-operative Society Limited duly incorporated under the applicable laws of Zambia,
physically located at Macha Mission, Chief Macha Area, Choma District, Zambia

(hereinafter referred to as "LinkNet")

WHEREAS

- The University of Zambia Council, through the School of Engineering aims to be an
educational institution that inspires creative and critical thinking and to become a
center of engineering excellence to fulfill the historical purpose of the university
through the pursuit of excellence in teaching, research and scholarship; to advance
national development through the application of learning and research; to promote
learning by offering opportunities for advanced education to all suitably qualified
persons without distinction of race, gender or political affiliation; and enhance
Zambia's potential to promote the goals of the wider African and international
communities.

- LinkNet aims to establish Internet communication and engineering facilities in rural
communities in Zambia and sub-Sahara Africa to further holistic empowerment and
capacity building of institutions and rural people.
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FOR THE PURPOSES OF

- development of a collaborative research and training program which will investigate
issues of ICT and engineering in rural areas, technology deployments and
maintenance, and their interactions in support of aims and objectives of both UNZA
and LinkNet.

- co-operation in research to further proof-of-reproduction and proof-of production of
LinkNet sites.

— creation of broad awareness on the needs on deployment of Internet and other
technology in rural Zambia and sub-Saharan Africa.

— to strive for development, publication and exchange for scientific and education
literature.

— to develop a field research station at LinkNet's Center of Experience on rural ICT
development and training at Ubuntu Campus, Macha Mission.

- develop research projects, and support publications, and conferences, seminars
and symposium to cater for better understanding of the realities in rural Zambia and
sub-Saharan Africa.

— to develop a collaborative training program to accelerate ICT capacity building in
rural Zambia.

1. NOW THEREFORE THE PARTIES HERETO AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1.1 The preamble hereto shall form an integral part of this Memorandum.

2. COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

2.1 This MOU shall operate in retrospect as from 1 September 2007 and shall
remain binding for a period of 5 (five) years, unless terminated prior thereto by mutual
written consent between the parties.

2.2  This MOU may, after expiry thereof, be renewed by the parties.

3. ROLE OF EACH SIGNATORY

3.1 University of Zambia, through the School of Engineering, in fulfilling its mission:

e seeks , along with LinkNet to establish an engineering and ICT research field
station in rural Zambia for the purpose of investigating various aspects of rural
engineering, including its deployment in rural areas, and

e intends to provide logistics and support for research projects developed by
LinkNet and UNZA, as well as to encourage collaborative research projects
between these Institutes and Zambian and other scientists, and
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
